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Ranch enters into conservation easement

A 1,000-acre ranch along North Piney Creek owned by actress Glenn Close will remain
forever undeveloped under an agricultural conservation easement.

The ranch connects two other large, family-run ranching operations in moose, mule
deer, pronghorn, antelope and elk habitat. The ranch is also inside sage grouse care

area, and within two miles of the sage grouse winter concentration area.

The Wyoming Stock Growers Land Trust has now partnered with nearly a dozen families
and conserved over 47,000 acres of ag-land in Sublette County.
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
